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Method

This data is taken from the 2021 Census of Canada.

ARC organized two focus groups and two surveys to get a better
understanding of the needs of English speakers in Montérégie-Centre. One
focus group was with active community members in the Lacolle, Clarenceville
and Noyan. Another focus group was held with partners in the Montérégie
administrative region. One survey was sent to the military families in Saint-
Jean-sur-Richelieu and another across the Montérégie-Centre region.
