For six years, the Playhouse experienced many 
successful productions, some staged by guest companies such as Genesius Productions, and featured a number of successful actors 
during that period.  The North Hatley Playhouse was administered by a board of seven directors.  The Playhouse came to an end in 1962 
when a series of misfortunes followed by the collapse of the theatre building under snow finally forced it to dissolve itself.
