7. A social performance analysis of media coverage

Erving Goffman: social performances are social interactions when viewed dramaturgically: 
Can succeed or fail 

Turner suggests that crisis is a dynamic process structured by four phases: 1) breach of 
norm 2) crisis 3) redressive actions 4) reintegration or schism.

The model of social drama may contribute to a deeper understanding.
